COMMENTS
Sue Dickens asked Clerk Collins why the notice for the public hearing wasn’t in the Naples Record.


Clerk Collins replied that the Board did not set the date until after the deadline for the Record.


Supr. Marshall said that it was in the Messenger.


Highway Supt. Duel said that many taxpayers approached him asking why the Supervisor didn’t accept his 3.5% raise.  He said that they think he is doing a good job and these people asked him if he would come before the Board and see if the Supervisors rate be increased.  He said that he also believes as a taxpayer that Supr. Marshall should receive an increase; he would like to see him receive $500 from $11,000 to $11,500.


Supr. Marshall said thank you.


Councilwoman Goodwin said that she also asked Supr. Marshall why. 


Supr. Marshall said that he felt a 3.5% raise was justified for everyone and he asked the Town Board to consider a 3.5% raise and when the Town Board said no then he felt funny taking a raise.


Councilwoman Goodwin said that she suggest his taking the raise.


Councilman Hawks agreed.


Bill Dermody asked would it make any significant difference in the town assessment?


Supr. Marshall said no.

A1220.1 – SUPERVISOR
On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin authorization to give Supr. Marshall a raise of $500 was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

A1355 – ASSESSOR
Supr. Marshall said that there have been some changes in how the Assessor position is going to be filled.  He said that Assessor Hawkins would probably be staying on with less hours along with a clerk.  He proposed the following changes:


A1355.1 to   $  5,300


A1355.12 to $20,000


A1355.41 to $  1,000

A9060.8 – HOSPITAL &

                  MEDICAL INS.
A9060.8 to  $14,700


Supr. Marshall said that it would be a $1,000 increase in the budget including the Supervisor’s raise.


The Town Board agreed with the changes.

CULTURAL CENTER
Sue Dickens said that she sent a 2003 budget for the South Bristol Cultural Center.  She asked did you read it?


Supr. Marshall said yes he read it and he is confused about the Directors’ salary.


Sue Dickens said that about the first four years she received about $4,300 per year, then the State required the Directors Salary to be more so it was $20,000.  She said that she has never received that and is now being paid for last year at $17,000.  She said that she does need to get paid.


Supr. Marshall said that the issue that has been brought up as to whether it is appropriate for a municipality to make a contribution to non-profit organizations.  He said that you can walk into a library for free.


Sue Dickens said that you can come into the Culture Center for free.


Supr. Marshall said you have fees for programs.


Sue Dickens said that we have scholarships.


Councilman Hawks said that someone commented to him on sending tax dollars out of Town.


Supr. Marshall said that he doesn’t think that is a question.


Bill Dermody said that if you approve the $2,000 for this year does it preclude us from asking for more the following year?


Supr. Marshall said no, you can ask for anything.


Bill Dermody asked is the Town Board going to look at all non-profits to discontinuing their support?


Supr. Marshall said that he sees a need for supporting non-profits; there has been some discussion and articles written that describes things similar to the Culture Center and Boy Scouts asking should they be funded by a municipality.  He said that we have received two letters about the Culture Center.


Larry Dickens asked has the Grange being supported been questioned?


Supr. Marshall said that the Historical Society just took possession of the Grange building in the last couple of weeks.  He said that they are a benefit to the Town.


Councilman Hawks said that you aren’t in the Town of South Bristol.


The Board agreed to no change.

SF1-3410.4 -MAXFIELD HOSE FIRE DEPARTMENT

Councilman Stoker said that he and Councilwoman Goodwin did meet with the Maxfield Hose Company and it may change.


Councilwoman Goodwin said she wants to make sure the taxable value they are using is only for the portion of Town they cover.
