TOWN CLERK’S MINUTES
On motion of Councilwoman Goodwin seconded by Councilman Stoker the minutes of the Town Board meeting for September 9, 2002 were ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 - Voting Aye - Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.


Councilman Hawks said that last month he commented on the age of volunteers for the fire/ambulance department and he wanted it noted that we want all ages.

PRIVILEGE OF FLOOR
Will Sherwood, Mayor of Village of Naples, addressed the Naples Summer Recreation Program.  He said that we are spending about $20,000 for this program in addition to our school taxes.  He said that 35 people from South Bristol participated versus 177 from Naples, 17 from Prattsburg, and 17 from Italy, which is about $77 per kid.  He would like it to be put into our budget for next year; he said that they do need help.  He invited everyone to the Village Hall Annex on Thursday, October 24th, 9AM; his vision is to tap tourism often.

CEO REPORT
On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Hawks the CEO report for September was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 - Voting Aye - Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

VILLAGE OF NAPLES

FIRE CONTRACT
Tamara McCloud addressed the requested amount  ($78,563  - fire, $19.132 – ambulance) for the Maxfield Hose Company for fire protection for 2003.  She said that last year the revenue we had was less than anticipated and we think this year it will be less also as the ski season was short.  She said that we over-estimated our budget amount last year and this year we are not making up for it just being realistic.


Supr. Marshall asked how long does it take for an insurance claim to be filed?


Tamara McCloud said she doesn’t know; a company, Med Ex does the filing for them.


Supr. Marshall asked is the majority increase due to the ambulance service?


Tamara McCloud said that part of it is we have less volunteers and new requirements and new expenses.


Councilman Stoker asked if Bristol Mountain has a good year is that good for this?


Tamara McCloud said basically, yes.


Councilman Stoker asked is that budget the fire company submits just accepted?


Will Sherwood said that if you look at the figures from 1996 to 2003 the figure for 2003 is a good figure; last year was misjudged.


Supr. Marshall said that he questions the figure of $19,132, however, prior to that time you weren’t collecting insurance and the insurance revenue should affect it.


Councilman Hawks said that other things have happened in the last year and we are pro-action and want a substation and we are bringing volunteers and we have already committed moneys to support the structure for a substation.


Will Sherwood said that he is in complete agreement and wants to see that happen.  He said that he understands part of the reluctance of Pat Elwell; Pat said that there is a law against speeding even with blue lights.


Councilman Stoker said that it has left a bad taste in his mouth when we are paying 55% and then they buy a piece of property further away from South Bristol.  


Will Sherwood said that it is five to seven years before they build on that property.  He said that we are trying to make the existing firehouse adequate.  He said that the fire company says it is an investment and nothing else.


Councilman Stoker said that is fine but the money comes from our tax money.


Will Sherwood said that the fire company owns the property, new property and bingo hall.


Supr. Marshall said that we want a budget that fairly covers the portions within the Maxfield Hose Company.


Will Sherwood said that the funds that are being used for the land are raised by the Maxfield Hose Company.


Councilman Hawks said that we are asking for the equipment here; why can’t we have it?  He said that we have the manpower.


Will Sherwood said that he thought everybody had agreed on ten members from South Bristol and then they would move ahead.  He said that when you get to eight he would be an advocate for you.


Councilwoman Goodwin asked could we get a fluctuation in the years for the other towns/villages on the amounts?


Supr. Marshall said that our other fire companies figure 3% and with Naples it is 55%.


Councilwoman Goodwin said that she would like Pat Elwell to come to the Town Board meeting next month.


Councilman Hawks thanked Will Sherwood for his openness.


Councilman Cornish asked if the contracts reflect the paid services?


Tamara McCloud said yes it does as insurance expenses increase and coverage is reduced.

COMMUNICATIONS
Councilman Hawks said that we have been having progress within the system.  He would like opinions on the web site.  He said that he is proposing some new equipment for next year; he would like a computer for the pictometry and for use by any Councilperson.


Councilman Stoker said that he did contact Brian Worth at Time Warner Cable TV and they will be meeting.

BUILDING & GROUNDS
Councilman Cornish said that the two rooms for flooring will be done Friday and they will take care of the exit light that is out.

ENVIRONMENTAL
Councilwoman Goodwin said that at the Canandaigua Lake Watershed meeting they approved a contract with FLCC.


Supr. Marshall said that the Honeoye Lake Watershed is discussing docking and mooring law and we have no lake frontage on Honeoye Lake.

CEMETERIES
Supr. Marshall said that he had a conversation with the owner of the property of Wilder Cemetery and he indicated that the Town would be interested in the Wilder Cemetery.  He said that he also contacted the DEC as they border this land; perhaps we could buy a portion and the State could buy a portion.  He said that the property owner is open to the idea.


Councilman Stoker said that in that light we are looking into whether we want to open a cemetery.  He said that the other cemeteries would be brought up at budget time.

PROPOSED LOCAL LAW TO AMEND THE TOWN OF SOUTH BRISTOL

ZONING CODE
Supr. Marshall said that we held the public hearing and heard many comments.


Councilman Stoker said that he appreciates your comments but is disturbed that you chastised the Town Board that we didn’t communicate with the ZBA, but your chairman was attending all the Planning Board meetings.


Myron Beal said that we didn’t realize we would lose jurisdiction.


Councilwoman Goodwin said that the decision is not a personal issue as to which Board does the best job.  She said that she is sorry that some think it so.


Councilman Cornish said that he does believe the vast majority of the special use permits will be going to the Planning Board anyway and it would help the Town residents in taking out this step.


Supr. Marshall asked is this the only objection in this law?


Heinz Altmann said that the application on a fence on the Town right-of-way; there is a section in chapter 170 that deals with fences and he read the Code.  He said that we have asked for legal advice and Albany said leave it this way because it is not final, the person can go to the CEO and if denied the person can appeal.


Supr. Marshall said that we get back to the special use.  He said that there was an implication because the Ontario County Planning Board said it should be done it was and that is not correct.


Councilman Hawks said that they are charted to represent the residents of the Town and we should help them interact with the government where possible.  He said that we are not here to create positions but there is a lot that the ZBA is doing.


Heinz Altmann said that 1.  The decision as to who handles special use permits is entirely yours, 2.  Suggesting that the Planning Board do these originated at the Ontario County Planning Board, 3.  We in this Town have operated with special use permits with the ZBA since 1969 and this process has worked well.  He said that if anything there is overload of work in the Planning Board; it is there because the Planning Board is now doing legislative study work.


Councilman Stoker asked if the Planned Development standards are incorporated in this?


Attorney Dutcher said that he responded to the Planning Board questions and four of those are included in the Code already with the fifth if someone wants to do it they are going to do it.


On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Hawks Local Law #3 – 2002 entitled A local law to Amend the Town of South Bristol Zoning Code was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 - Voting Aye - Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

A Local Law to Amend the Town of South Bristol Zoning Code.

LOCAL LAW #3-2002


The following changes to the Zoning Code of the Town of South Bristol are hereby authorized:


Section 170-9 – Definitions – Building Height:  Change to read


“Building Height – The vertical dimension measured from the mean elevation of the finished grade to the highest point of the roof or to the highest point of any structure above the roof.  “Mean elevation” shall be determined by adding the highest and lowest elevations and dividing by two.”

“A.  Prior to the issuance of a certificate of nonconformity, a written application for said certificate shall be completed by the property owner and filed with the Code Enforcement Officer.  Said written application shall include a description of the lot and its uses, the location of all structures and property boundaries and a list of all existing nonconformities.  Two copies of the certificate of nonconformity shall then be prepared, one for the property owner, the other shall be filed in the office of the Code Enforcement Officer.”


Section 170-83 – Change of Nonconforming Use:  Change to read


“Change of nonconforming use (employment):  No change of a preexisting, nonconforming use of a structure or land to another nonconforming use shall be permitted, except by use variance.”


Section 170-90(C):  Add “or Planning Board.”


Section 170-91(A)(5):  In first sentence strike “and/or Board of Appeals.”


Section 170-91(A)(6):  Change to read


“The Planning Board shall, within 62 days after the public hearing at which the application was considered, advise the applicant, the Code Enforcement Officer and the Town Clerk of its findings regarding the factors considered and other problems which can be anticipated from the proposed activity and of its approval, with any condition the Planning Board may find necessary, or of its disapproval with its reasons in writing.  A copy of the appropriate minutes may suffice for this notice.  Whenever the Planning Board, after hearing all the evidence presented upon an application for a special use under the provisions of this chapter, denies or rejects the same, said Board shall refuse to hold further hearings on the same or substantially similar application by the same applicants, their successors or assigns for a period of one year, except as provided for in Town Law Section 267 et seq.”


Section 170-92(C):  Eliminate.


Section 170-92(D):  Renumber to be new Section 170-92(C).


Section 170-93(A): Add, in second sentence, after 274-a, the number “274-b.”


New Section 170-93(B):  Insert new subsection 170-93(B) to read


“Special use permits.  Pursuant to Town Law Section 274-b, the Planning Board shall hear all special use permit applications, to decide such questions as are involved in determining whether special use permits should be granted, and to grant special use permits with such conditions and safeguards as are appropriate under this chapter or to deny special use permits when not in harmony with the purpose and intent of this chapter.”


Section 170-93(B):  Renumber to be Section 170-93(C), and strike phrase


“prior to their submission to the Board of Appeals.”


Section 170-93(C):  Renumber to be Section 170-93(D).


Section 170-94(B):  Eliminate.  NOTE: This will require renumbering subsequent subsections.


Section 170-94(N):  Insert after phrase “SEQR regulations” the phrase “or if a variance is required.”


This Local Law shall take effect upon filing with the Secretary of State.

PROPERTY REVALUATION PROJECT

Supr. Marshall said that after approval of the Intermunicipal Cooperation Agreement with the County the person who is able to do the job retired and the County said they cannot do this work.  He said that the director left the County and is available to continue to do this project for us; she offered to do it for $3 per parcel or $35 per hour.  He said that she estimated less than one hundred hours for her and the clerk.


Councilwoman Goodwin said that we have $5,000 in account A1355.4.


Assessor Hawkins asked does the one hundred hours cover all the hours to hear complaints of the taxpayer?


Supr. Marshall said that is next years budget.


Councilwoman Goodwin said that between the .4 and .42 we should be able to cover it.


On motion of Councilwoman Goodwin seconded by Councilman Hawks to hire Linda Yancey to finish the revaluation project at $35 per hour not to exceed one hundred hours was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 - Voting Aye - Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

ASSESSOR POSITION
Councilwoman Goodwin said that she and Councilman Stoker, with Assessor Hawkins sitting in, interviewed five candidates for the Assessor position; four had the training and we had some qualified candidates.  She said that Supr. Marshall interviewed them separately after the first interview.  We have narrowed it to two candidates.


Supr. Marshall said that Councilman Cornish and Councilman Hawks can speak to them as well, if they wish.


Councilwoman Goodwin said that she has not talked to Assessor Hawkins since this.


Councilman Stoker said that he had not talked to Assessor Hawkins either.


Councilman Hawks asked do we need Assessor Hawkins’ guidance in some capacity, short term or long term?


Supr. Marshall said that the whole process has gone forward on the process that Assessor Hawkins is intending to retire.


Assessor Hawkins said that he believes the letter says he will resign his position as Assessor as opposed to retiring.


Supr. Marshall said that each one covers different criteria and we need the person who fits what is necessary for the Town of South Bristol.  He said that after the person is chosen we need to see how that would structure the Town.


Councilman Hawks said that residents are concerned with this issue, such as, are we going to do things differently and do we need Assessor Hawkins to stay on.  He asked is Assessor Hawkins available if we need him in a capacity?


Supr. Marshall said that if you offer a position you need to have them be comfortable in the position.


Councilman Cornish said that he questions longevity.  He asked do you have someone that you think will stay for a long time?


Supr. Marshall said that when you appoint an Assessor, you appoint them for six years.


Councilman Stoker said that he was looking for someone part time and a clerk opposed to full time.


Supr. Marshall said that the trend is to go to professionals and staff with a clerk.


Councilman Hawks asked how would that relate to the residents?


Councilman Stoker said that it has become a real profession.


Assessor Hawkins said that since version 3 and 4, the Assessor is more responsible for the information; we really never get a lot of services from the County.


Supr. Marshall asked do you want to make a recommendation and then negotiate with the individual?


On motion of Councilwoman Goodwin seconded by Councilman Stoker to authorize Supr. Marshall to contact Linda Yancey regarding negotiating for the Assessor position and report back at the Town Board meeting was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 - Voting Aye - Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

MUNICIPAL WASTE REDUCTION & RECYCLING GRANT

Highway Supt. Duel said that he read in the newspaper that we received grant approval for $39,000.  He said that the engineering didn’t even know about it and they gave it a phase 1 and a phase 2.  He said that this comes back to a used truck because the engineer said we would get back a certain amount of dollars and the amount doesn’t sound anywhere enough.  He said that the question is can we take the $39,000 and purchase a compactor?  He said that the engineers don’t know; he is happy about the $39,000 but unhappy about the engineer group.


Supr. Marshall said that it might be time to look at other engineer firms.

HICKS ROAD
Supr. Marshall said that we have been advised by the Highway Supt. of an unsafe situation on Hicks Road.  The Highway Supt. had Phelps Guiderail look at it and they came back with a figure of $4,002.95.  He said that originally it was thought it was the County’s responsibility but they said it was the Town’s responsibility.  He said that we do not have this money in the guiderail fund at this time.  He said that we have put up cones and he would like the Town Board to find him this money so he could take care of the problem.  He said that John Bennett contacted him and he does believe there is a hazard.


Councilwoman Goodwin asked could we take the $4,000 from the  $58,000 we got for the sale of equipment? 


Supr. Marshall said that he would rather wait until the first of the year than amend the budget.


Highway Supt. Duel said that the resident put us on notice of a hazard.


Supr. Marshall said that we are anticipating funding our guiderail project at the first of the year and it should come out of this project.


Highway Supt. Duel said that he is putting this on the Town Board and is asking this Town Board and you want this project put off until the first of the year.  He said that the Highway Supt. is asking for $4,000 to install the guiderails at Hicks and Seneca  Point Road and the Town Board has refused the project and put it off until 2003.


Attorney Dutcher asked when did it first exist?


Highway Supt. Duel said about three years.  He said that the hazard was brought to his attention Sept.27th; the pipe rail was busted in the winter months.  He said that the Town Board is apprised of this hazard.


Attorney Dutcher said that it is our understanding that the Highway Supt. became aware as of Sept. 27th a hazard condition and the Town Board will place this in the guiderail plan.


Supr. Marshall said that he would like to rephrase that we will give him permission to do it in the spring of the year.  He suggested he go back to Jeff and see if the other side of the road will change the dollar amount and we will fund the money next month.


Councilman Hawks asked how is this different than anyone else?


Highway Supt. Duel said that this is only the second time someone has actually called him and made him aware of a hazard.


Attorney Dutcher said that the Town Board has been notified and agreed to place it in guiderail replacement.


Supr. Marshall said that Highway Supt. Duel will get a figure and bring it to the Town Board next Monday.

INTENTION TO UNDERTAKE THE REVIEW OF CANANDAIGUA LAKE UNIFORM DOCKING & MOORING LOCAL LAW PURSUANT TO 6 NYCRR PART 617 STATE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY REVIEW ACT

 
 WHEREAS, the Town of South Bristol enacted the Canandaigua Lake Uniform Docking and Mooring Law (herein after referred to as the Uniform Law) in 1992 pursuant to Section 46-a, Subdivision 4, of the New York State Navigation Law; and


  WHEREAS, the Ontario County Planning Department convened a committee of all Canandaigua Lake municipalities and other interested parties for the purposes of reviewing the 1992 Uniform Law and make recommendations for revisions; and


  WHEREAS, the Committee has completed its work and reported its findings and recommended revisions to the Uniform Law to the lakeshore municipalities; and


  WHEREAS, the adoption of the revised Canandaigua Lake Uniform Docking and Mooring Law is subject to 6 NYCRR Part 617 State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR); and


  WHEREAS, the adoption of the revised Law may be deemed an Unlisted Action pursuant to SEQR; and


  WHEREAS, the Town of South Bristol intends to act as lead agency for the purposes of the review of this local law under the provisions of the SEQR; and


  WHEREAS, the Town Board of South Bristol has prepared a Part I and a draft Part II Short Environmental Assessment Form pursuant to this action which is on file with the Clerk of this Board; now, therefore, be it

 
 RESOLVED, that the Town Board of South Bristol hereby established itself as Lead Agency pursuant to 6NYCRR §617 for the purpose of the environmental review of this local law; and


  RESOLVED, that the Town Board of South Bristol intends to make a determination of significance in accordance with the requirements of the State Environmental Quality Review Act; and be it further

 
 RESOLVED, the Town of South Bristol is conducting a public hearing before its legislative body on December 9, 2002 at 7pm for the purposes of accepting public comments regarding this proposed local law and pursuant to the provisions of SEQR; and be it further


  RESOLVED, that a copy of this Resolution and Part I and draft Part II of the Short Environmental Assessment Form be forwarded by the Town Clerk to the Town Boards of Canandaigua, Italy, Gorham, Middlesex, and the City Council of Canandaigua, the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation, and the New York Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation, and involved agencies.

Supr. Marshall asked if there are any comments on this.  He said that we never had a Board show any to us before and asked is there a reason why you brought them to our attention?


Heinz Altmann said that each Board is authorized by NYS Law and last meeting a motion was made to send a copy to the Town Board and Town Attorney for your comments.


Supr. Marshall said that he has had personal issues over the concept of alternates and he would rather have a full board of regularly appointed board members who are willing to attend the meetings.  He said that this is something we should look at later.
