TOWN CLERK’S MINUTES
On motion of Councilwoman Goodwin seconded by Councilman Hawks the minutes for the January 13, 2003 Town Board meeting were ACCEPTED – AYES 5 - NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.


On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilman Cornish the minutes for the January 13, 2003 Organizational meeting were ACCEPTED – AYES 5 - NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

COMMUNICATIONS
The following communications were received:

· Franchise as we are working on a new Automatic extension of the Time Warner agreement.

· Request from ZBA to consider putting signage on property subject to variance.  


Supr. Marshall said that we should discuss it with the Planning Board.


Councilman Stoker said that he personally doesn’t care for it; they also said about posting a notice at the Transfer Station and he doesn’t have a problem with it.  He said that you could send letters as we do and call on the phone.  


Councilwoman Goodwin said that she thinks letters are sufficient.


Supr. Marshall said that he would send this to the Planning Board.


Councilman Stoker said that it is an additional burden on the Code Enforcement Officer.


Supr. Marshall asked if everyone received a copy of the flow chart?


The Town Board had not received a copy and Supr. Marshall said that he would copy them.

· Letter from Planning Board requesting extension on the Windmill Moratorium.

Supr. Marshall said that we’ve started the process on that.

Attorney Dutcher said that there would be a two-day gap, which is not a big thing; he explained this.  He said that no one could satisfy the two-part test in the State Law.

Supr. Marshall said that we could substantiate the amount of work on the project.

Attorney Dutcher said the regulations are mostly complete; the moratorium doesn’t require a SEQR.

CEO REPORT
Councilwoman Goodwin asked about a response on the Order to Remedy.


Supr. Marshall said that we haven’t heard from Mrs. Hardy yet.


On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin the CEO Report for January was ACCEPTED – AYES - 5 NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

HIGHWAY
Councilman Stoker said that Larry Duel has statistics on amounts of salt we have used.


Highway Supt. Duel said that there is a situation that is dangerous; a crossroad down by Tom Brahms and he has asked Tom for an agreement.  He said that we would improve the cross culvert then we could use the land to turn our trucks around; it would be about $500 to $600 for improvements and we would have a minimum of five years for the use of the land.  He said that he wants the Town Board to be aware of this and now we would be able to turn around on the land and come out into the road headfirst.  He said that he would file a copy with the Town Clerk.


Highway Supt. Duel said that he wants to make the Town Board aware of what is happening with our salt supply.  In our County we are getting ripped.  American Rock Salt can’t deliver anymore and the last quote we got was $70/ton plus trucking and he has written a letter to Don at American Rock Salt asking for help.  He said that some of the other towns are really low and way over their budgets.  He said that we would peak at 1,600 to 1,800 tons and the biggest year he had he used 2,000 tons.  He said that we might be in a pinch next fall when we need to buy and also fuel prices are up.  He said that we have about $6,000 left for sand/salt etc.  He said that overtime hours are about 35% as the majority is Saturday, Sunday and holidays.  We are in good shape as far as that goes; we are trying to get Ontario County to bid on salt separate from OGS.


Highway Supt. Duel said that we have three extra plows and a town in Chautauqua County broke a plow and they borrowed one and liked it and offered $3,500 to buy it.  He said that he is asking the Town Board for permission to sell it; we wouldn’t miss it.


On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilman Stoker permission to give Highway Supt. Duel to sell the plow for $3,600 was ACCEPTED – AYES - 5 NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

COMMUNICATIONS
Councilman Hawks said that he is looking to do a mailing on the dry hydrants about April 1st.


Supr. Marshall asked what are we going to say about a dry hydrant?  He said that we are not in the dry hydrant business.


Councilman Stoker said that he thinks the fire company will put in all the equipment.


Supr. Marshall said that the grant for that is gone.  We would want to ask people if they have an interest in having one installed.


Councilman Hawks said that the web site has been updated; everything at this time is going through Margaret Dunn.  We have to buy software.  He said that we have two systems that are not able to do what they have to do; Bookkeeper Dunn’s computer and Assessor Hawkins is having problems with his computer.

Assessor Hawkins said that he was having a problem with two separate virus and has that fixed.


Councilman Hawks said that he has a request from the CEO to handle pictometry.  His thought was to get two machines – the CEO is one and one for the Assessor and give the Assessors computer to the Bookkeeper.


Supr. Marshall said that we have also received a bill for pictometry for $2,400; we need to discuss this more.


Councilman Hawks said that the CEO definitely needs another machine.


Supr. Marshall said that it would have to come from the CEO account.


Councilman Hawks said that he had a proposal of $1,500 for a machine for the CEO.


Supr. Marshall said that we need to have an understanding on the financing of this.


Councilman Hawks said that he would get a proposal.

BUILDING & GROUNDS
Councilman Cornish said he had Monroe fix the security lighting.  He said that he has a proposal from Fingerlakes Heating on the three furnaces.  He said that the three we have are 80% efficient and are single stage.  The proposal would have two stages and be a savings to us.  The proposal is a Train with a lifetime warrantee on the motors estimated about $10,767.


Supr. Marshall said that we have to get along with what we have now and will budget for it next year.

ENVIRONMENTAL
Councilwoman Goodwin said that she attended a watershed meeting and they did a video that they are trying to get to the schools.  She said that they are putting kiosks at Onanda and Kershaw Parks for environmental safe programs.


Supr. Marshall said that Canandaigua Lake Watershed was honored by NYS and the Honeoye Lake Watershed will not be meeting at our town hall anymore.

COMMUNITY AFFAIRS
Councilman Cornish said that Joe Aymerich retired from the New York State Police.


Councilwoman Goodwin said that this Sunday is a tribute to Michelle Sansocie.

SNOW CONTRACT
Supr. Marshall said that the snow contract was subject to a lot of debate around the county.  He said that we have a snow contract to plow County Roads and Attorney Dutcher said we should accept the contract with attached amendments.


On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Hawks authorization for Supr. Marshall to sign the Ontario County Snow Contract with amendments was ACCEPTED – AYES - 5 NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

REVALUATION
Attorney Dutcher said that he and Assessor Hawkins met and the proposed reval is being reviewed by the NYS Office of Real Property Services and Ontario County Real Property Tax Services and we will have a discussion with them.  He said that March 1st is the deadline for any changes and we will probably go into the County on Wednesday to discuss this.  He said that we are still handling the tweaking.


Councilman Cornish asked we are under the assumption it is going to need some major tweaking is that right?


Attorney Dutcher said that the County and the State are reviewing this now.  He said that in theory after the reval the Town would be at 100% and that is an issue.  We should know something about Wednesday.

SCENIC OVERLOOK FUNDING

 
 Authorizing the implementation, and funding in the first instance 100% of the federal aid-eligible costs, of a transportation federal-aid project, to fully fund the local share of federal-aid eligible and ineligible project costs, and appropriating funds therefore.

  
WHEREAS, a Project for the Southern Canandaigua Lake Scenic Overlook, P.I.N.4760.21 (the “Project”) is eligible for funding under Title 23 U.S. Code, as amended, that calls for the apportionment of the costs such program to be borne at the ratio of 50.22% Federal funds and 49.8% non-federal funds; and

  
WHEREAS, the Town of South Bristol desires to advance the above project by making a commitment of 100% of the federal and non-federal share of the costs of Preliminary Engineering, and Construction Inspection/supervision.

  
NOW, THEREFORE, the Town Council, duly convened does hereby


RESOLVE, that the Town Council hereby approves the above-subject project; and it is hereby further


RESOLVED, THAT THE Town Council hereby authorizes the Supervisor to pay in the first instance 100% of the federal and non-federal share of the cost of Preliminary Engineering, and Construction Inspection/supervision work for the Project or portions thereof; and it is further


RESOLVED, that the sum of $159,625 is hereby appropriated from Town of South Bristol and made available to cover the cost of participation in the above phase of the project; and it is further


RESOLVED, that in the event the full federal and non-federal share costs of the project exceeds the amount appropriated above, the Town Council shall convene as soon as possible to appropriate said excess amount immediately upon the notification by the New York State Department of Transportation thereof, and it is further


RESOLVED, that the Supervisor of the Town of South Bristol be and is hereby authorized to execute all necessary Agreements, certifications or reimbursement requests for Federal Aid on behalf of the Town of South Bristol with the New York State Department of Transportation in connection with the advancement or approval of the project and providing for the administration of the Project and the municipality’s first instance funding of Project costs and permanent funding of the local share of federal-aid-eligible Project costs and all Project costs within appropriations therefore that are not so eligible, and it is further


RESOLVED, 
that a certified copy of this resolution be filed with the new York State Commissioner of Transportation by attaching it to any necessary Agreement in connection with the Project, and it is further


RESOLVED, this Resolution shall take effect immediately.

INCREASE FEES RETAINED BY MUNICIPALITIES FOR ISSUING

CONSERVATION LICENSES


On motion of Supr. Marshall seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin Resolution #28-2003 Increase fees Retained By Municipalities For Issuing Conservation Licenses was ACCEPTED – AYES 4 -NAYS 1 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks – Voting Nay – Stoker.

RESOLUTION #28-2003


  WHEREAS, the issuance of hunting and fishing licenses/stamps by local governments is a valuable and necessary service to the state; and

 
 WHEREAS, Town Clerks must be aware of and carefully follow the mandates of the Environmental Conservation Law and the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation in connection with the issuance of licenses and/or stamps; and


  WHEREAS, Towns face considerable liability for any failure to properly issue and record such licenses, for failure to properly file the required reports, and for failure to comply with all other requirements of the new legislation; and


  WHEREAS, Towns must maintain a separate telephone line, equipment and space as a condition of participation in the DECALS program; and

 
 WHEREAS, the state only pays for the installation of such required additional telephone line, but not for the added monthly cost of maintaining such line; and

 
 WHEREAS, Towns participating in the DECALS program must now also issue free Deer Management Permits, for which no percentage or fee is returned to the Town at all; and

 
 WHEREAS, Towns currently receive no more than 5.5% of the fee for issuance of resident licenses and 1.1% for issuing non-resident licenses in compliance with the law and all procedural requirements; and

 
  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT


  RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of South Bristol urge in a unified voice that the Legislature of the State of New York pass, and the Governor sign into law, legislation to increase compensation to local governments representing the state with those citizens purchasing licenses under the DECALS program by:

i. Increasing the percentage retained for license issuance from 5.5% to 15% (for resident licenses) and from 1.1% to 3.0% (for non-resident licenses), such increase to help defer the cost of the monthly telephone line service charge incurred by the Towns

ii. Paying a percentage on combination licenses and permits issued

iii. Paying $1.00 to the municipality for each deer management permit issued for free by the Towns

iv. Establishing a 10% commission reimbursement to the Towns to cover the loss of revenue directly resulting from the DECALS issuance of sporting licenses to town residents

v. Establishing an ombudsman and information agency or office within NYS Department of Environmental Conservation as a resource for residents to go to with questions or problems relating to DECALS-issued licenses; and


 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this Resolution be transmitted to Senator Dale Volker and Assemblyman Joe Errigo.
