TOWN CLERK’S MINUTES
On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin the minutes for the public hearing held May 13, 2002 were ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR
David Mancuso, owns a parcel north of Gannett Hill adjacent to Ontario County Park, approximately 170 acres, discussed a right of way over the Transfer Station property.  He said that now he has purchased an easement from Pine Hollow; the easement has expired.  This was for logging.  He said they need to get to the property with some vehicles and feel they have two options: 1. Town can give us a key to the gate at the Transfer Station, 2. They can build their own road around the gate.  He said that if the Town can come up with a different solution or access they will entertain it. He showed the Town Board the property on his map and gave a history of the property.  He said that the right of way is also on the Colsman property and he won’t give it.  He said that they would to court if necessary.


Supr. Marshall said that we are not 100% sure there is an easement across the property and our attorney will research it.


Rosalie Nudd said that her aunt, a Middlebrook, told her that he had a verbal right of way to get to that property.

Councilman Cornish said that there is a South Bristol Daze meeting tomorrow night at 7pm at the Grange.

CEMETERIES
Councilman Stoker said that he spent the Memorial Day weekend with Roger Brahm visiting 8 of the 12 cemeteries and they put flags out.  He is waiting for some correspondence from Attorney Dutcher.

WINDMILL FARM
Supr. Marshall said that the Ontario County Planning Board would review our application on June 12th.

LOCAL LAW PROVIDING FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF A SINGLE APPOINTED ASSESSOR IN THE TOWN OF SOUTH BRISTOL, PURSUANT TO ARTICLE 3 OF THE REAL PROPERTY TAX LAW


On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin the local law providing for the appointment of a Single Appointed Assessor in the Town of South Bristol, pursuant to Article 3 of the Real Property Tax Law was ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.


A local law providing for the appointment of a Single Appointed Assessor in the Town of South Bristol, pursuant to Article 3 of the Real Property Tax Law.


Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of South Bristol as follows:


Section 1:  Legislative Intent:  The purpose of this local law is to establish the office of a 


Single Appointed Assessor in the Town of South Bristol and to terminate the office of Sole Elected Assessor.


Section 2:  Pursuant to Section 328 of the Real Property Tax Law, the Town Board of South Bristol, hereby, establishes the office of Single Appointed Assessor.


Section 3:  The Single Appointed Assessor shall be appointed by the Town Board of the Town of South Bristol.


Section 4:  The term of the office of Single Appointed Assessor shall be as provided by Section 310 of the Real Property Tax Law.


Section 5:  The office of Single Appointed Assessor for the Town of South Bristol shall be established to be effective January 1, 2003, at which time the current elected position of assessor will terminate.


Section 6:  The qualifications for the office of Single Appointed Assessor shall be the minimum qualifications and standards set forth by the State Office of Real Property Services as of the date of appointment.


Section 7:  This local law shall be subject to a permissive referendum in the manner described in Section 24 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.

REQUESTING COUNTY ASSISTANCE FOR A REVALUATION PROJECT 


On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilman Cornish Resolution #28-02 was ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.


Councilman Stoker asked do we think we are going to use all the money?


Supr. Marshall said no, we are shooting to have some left at the end of the year. 

 RESOLUTION #28-02
WHEREAS, the Town of South Bristol has undergone the data collection of real properties within the Town; the Town feels that it is necessary to conduct a revaluation project of all properties for the 2003 assessment roll to maintain a uniform standard of assessment for the Town; and

  
WHEREAS, the State of New York will provide financial assistance to the Town for the implementation of a system of real property tax administration which conforms to the standards established pursuant to Subdivision 1 of #1570 of the Real Property Tax Law;

  
NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby

  
RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of South Bristol, New York, that the Town of South Bristol hereby requests County assistance, specifically from the Real Property Tax Office of Ontario County to help do a revaluation project to achieve and maintain a uniform standard of assessment in accordance with Section 305 of the Real Property Tax Law; and it is further

  
RESOLVED, that the Supervisor is hereby authorized and directed to expend the necessary funds for the preparation of said plan and the establishment and maintenance of the Real Property Improvement Program and to make application to the Office of Real Property Tax Services for financial assistance therefore pursuant to #1572 of the New York State Real Property Tax Law.

ESTABLISH THE TEMPORARY POSITION OF DATA COLLECTOR


On motion of Councilman Cornish seconded by Councilman Hawks Resolution #29 to establish the temporary position of Data Collector was ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.


Supr. Marshall said that one student is from South Bristol and others are not; one has done this last year for another town.


Assessor Hawkins said there would be a blurb in the Messenger and Naples Record; it really isn’t data collection; it is verification we have the data in house.

RESOLUTION #29-02 
   WHEREAS, the Town of South Bristol desires to go to full market value assessment on the Tax Roll of “2003”,


  WHEREAS, to achieve this goal data collection services must be performed throughout the town,

 
 WHEREAS, the Ontario County Real Property Service has obtained the services of 3 ½ individuals to perform such services,


  NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, this Town Board wishes to create 3 ½ temporary positions for Data Collection Services at a rate of $6.50 per hour and not to exceed $5,000.00.

JUNK VEHICLES
Councilman Cornish said that last month Attorney Dutcher mentioned that the Town of Canadice has an order to remedy junk vehicles. He asked could the Planning Board do this?

Councilwoman Goodwin said that she would like to set up a conference with Supr. Marshall to go over accounts, as it is the six month mark.

Supr. Marshall said that he is sure it is ok because we are creating a new account for each; he will ask to be sure.

On motion of Councilwoman Goodwin seconded by Councilman Hawks the General Fund bills, abstract #6, numbers 233 – 279, totaling $7,921.56 were ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

CABLE TELEVISION
Councilman Stoker said that we talked about setting up a meeting on this.


Supr. Marshall said that he did receive correspondence regarding this over the weekend and Bloomfield asked us to join them.  He said that perhaps someone should go to there meeting; our problem is lack of density.  Perhaps Councilman Hawks could attend.


Councilman Stoker said that we should know what our options are and know where the coverage is.


Councilman Hawks said that he recently found out cable companies are having a problem with monopoly.


Supr. Marshall said that there is also a project at the County that they are trying to get companies, schools etc., to justify a good deal of expense.  He said that he would pass this information along.

FIRE SUBSTATION
Councilman Stoker asked have you done anything about correspondence to Pat Elwell?


Supr. Marshall said that he sent a letter to the fire chief asking what their position was at this point and after talking to Highway Supt. Duel we could open up a bay.  He said that he hasn’t received a response.


Councilman Hawks said that this is an item on the agenda with Pat later this week.
