CLERK’S MINUTES
On motion of Councilman Stoker, seconded by Councilman Hawks the minutes of the Town Board meeting dated May 14, 2001 were ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Marshall, Cornish, Stoker, Wilson, Hawks.

PIVILEGE OF FLOOR

LEASH LAW
Chris Didion, DEC Officer, spoke regarding leash laws etc and Conservation Officers.  He said that when he visits dog owners that have had a complaint against them he usually gives them a warning.  He said that dogs cannot run at large outside city/village limits on land inhabited by deer.


Randy Slover, W. Gulick Rd., asked if you came and saw the dog running deer, would you try to pick up the dog at that point?


Officer Didion said not necessarily; personally he tries not to shoot someone’s dog; he has never had to.  He would call the Humane Society to pick up if he could get the dog.  He said that he has no way to transport a dog.


Randy Slover asked if we had a leash law or not would they pick up the dog?


Chris said that he cannot say for a fact.


Randy said that he talked to Ed McGuigan and a leash law covers unlicensed dogs.


Bill Welch, Co. Rd. #12, asked can a Conservation Officer make an arrest based on a deposition of another person?


Officer Didion said that we have to file with the court and issue a general appearance ticket and the person who saw the dog is the complaint.


Councilman Cornish asked if you have a nuisance dog situation you really can’t deal with it right?


Officer Didion said that we can’t; it should be done by the Humane Society.


Councilman Cornish said what about dangerous dogs?


Officer Didion said that the Humane Society or State Police would be involved.


Wendy Boehmer said that she has woods and there are mean dogs that come into her yard, who has jurisdiction in this?


Officer Didion said that they are probably running at large so he could try to help.


Graig Davis, Bristol Harbour, commented on dog control.  He said that we are a high density area and would approve of the leash law agreement; it is a major problem to us.


Randy Slover said that he has done research on Article 7 of the Agriculture & Markets Law and they had been given the wrong information and they should have been helped by the Humane Society or police.


Clerk Collins said that in my years experience the County Humane Society has only a couple of Dog Control Officers to cover all Ontario County, except for the Town of Farmington.


Wendy Boehmer said that she agrees with Randy, we only need an amendment.  She thinks we should have a leash law and thinks the officers were remiss in their duty.

GULICK ROAD
Peter Blaisdell said that Larry Duel and his crew did a fine job on Gulick Road.

CEMETERIES
John Holtz said that on behalf of the Historical Society, he ordered a replacement head stone for Gamiliel Wilder and it is going to be delivered to the Town Hall.


Supr. Marshall said that somehow it would be taken care of, perhaps by calling the Highway Dept. if John can’t be contacted.

LEASH LAW
Heinz Altmann said that we have some dogs that are wild.  He has found the Humane Society to be very responsive; the laws that are in place are working.

CEO REPORT
On motion by Councilwoman Wilson, seconded by Councilman Hawks the CEO report for May was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Marshall, Cornish, Stoker, Wilson, Hawks.


Councilman Cornish said that Jack is down to one that is not in compliance with junk cars.  He thinks this should be addressed by the CEO strongly.

HIGHWAY COMMITTEE
Councilman Stoker said that there have been two letters sent to Gulick Road residents thanking them for cooperation.  He said that later it will be oil and stoned and striped.  He said that Highway Supt. 
Duel would like to moto pave Gulick Rd. next year.  They will begin roadside mowing.  He said that Kodak agreed to haul, at no cost to us, about 10,000 ton for road slag.  He said that we should send Bob Cowley a letter of thanks for this.


Councilman Cornish said hats off to Highway Supt. Duel for Gulick Road.  He said that a resident brought up that we should use flagmen and he will support this when budget time comes up.


Supr. Marshall said that we have had a few retired individuals who are willing to do this.

COMMUNICATION COMM.
Councilman Hawks said that he was at a PTSA meeting and there are fifty-nine students with above ninety average and we do have a nice community connection with Naples.

BLDG. & GROUNDS COMM.
Councilman Cornish said that if you see a small strip of grass by the Town Hall it is where the Road Runner line was brought in by Time Warner.  It is suppose to be buried by two weeks.  He said that the results of the survey for the Veterans Memorial site is the Gray property and he is asking the Town Board for permission to utilize this property.


Supr. Marshall said that we need to see what the concept is before giving permission.


Heinz Altmann said that the percentage of the population is not great enough to select the site by.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMM.
Supr. Marshall said that we are going to look at two proposed laws later.

COMMUNITY AFFAIRS COMM.
Supr. Marshall received a request from Chris Abraham to use the basketball court for a tournament during Bristol Daze, Sept. 15th.

On motion of Councilwoman Wilson, seconded by Councilman Stoker approval for Chris Abraham to use the basketball court for a tournament on Sept. 15, 2001 was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Marshall, Cornish, Stoker, Wilson, Hawks.

DOG LEASH LAW – SCHEDULE A

Supr. Marshall said that Schedule A is suggested by the Humane Society.

Town Attorney Dutcher said that he could look into this and reconcile it for next month.

Councilman Hawks thanked Randy Slover for doing some investigating and bringing this to our attention.

Randy Slover said that he appreciates that you are looking into this.

TOWN CEMETERIES
Councilman Stoker said that he and Roger Brahm toured our cemeteries and gave a report to the Town Board.


Supr. Marshall said that we now do have a couple organizations and a few people that have expressed interest in maintaining some cemeteries.


Roger Brahm said that he has a map of each of the cemeteries and information.  He asked who owns the cemetery and what rights do we have to get to it.


Town Attorney Dutcher said that there is a difference between used cemeteries and abandoned cemeteries.


Supr. Marshall asked Attorney Dutcher to check on our rights to access these cemeteries.


Peter Blaisdell asked was anything done to decide which ones were family cemeteries and which ones public?


Roger Brahm said that there is contradiction throughout.

ONT. CO. MOWING CONTRACT

On motion by Councilman Stoker, seconded by Councilwoman Wilson the contract with Ontario County for roadside mowing services starting June 1, 2001 and expiring October 31, 2001 was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Marshall, Cornish, Stoker, Wilson, Hawks.

FIRE DISTRICT MAP
Supr. Marshall said that we have been asked by Bristol Fire Department to have them cover South Hill Road and Naples is in agreement; Bristol just wants to be compensated. 

PROPOSED REVISED CDGA. LAKE UNIFORM DOCKING & MOORING

LAW


Supr. Marshall said that we have a proposed revised Canandaigua Lake Uniform Docking & Mooring Law.  We would have to have a public hearing if we want it.  He said that Gorham is going to be Lead Agency and will do the SEQR process.  We have to wait for them.  We should be reviewing it.

PROPOSED TIMBER HARVESTING



Supr. Marshall said that this is from the Honeoye Lake Watershed Committee and it is for you to review and consider your opinions on it.

Heinz Altmann said that he would remind the Board the main reason we went from a regulation law to a registration law is because under SEQR any action taken for a government authority has to have a SEQR and any Type 1 Action requires a full EAF and if there is an impact you have to have a public hearing and this requires at least one month and it is a real hardship to a logger and the landowner.  He urged the Board to keep that in mind.

Supr. Marshall said that the Honeoye Lake Watershed Task Force is concerned about nutrient loading of the lake and soil run off.

ONT. CO. LANDFILL CONTRACT

On motion of Councilman Stoker, seconded by Councilman Hawks the three year Landfill Contract with Ontario County from June 1, 2001 through May 31, 2004 was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Marshall, Cornish, Stoker, Wilson, Hawks.

RIGHT-OF-WAY HAZARD STUDY
Supr. Marshall said that we established a Capital Reserve Fund for guiderails and this would be the first step of this. This is a proposal by Sniedze Associates estimated fee of $8,500

Councilman Stoker asked do we have to have an engineer study this or could we do it ourselves?  He asked legally do we need to do it?

Supr. Marshall said that the engineering study would probably help insurance.  He said that we can lay this over and wait for the Highway Supt. to be here to express his preference.

On motion of Councilman Hawks, seconded by Councilwoman Wilson the decision to lay this over was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Marshall, Cornish, Stoker, Wilson, Hawks.

INDEPENDENT AUDIT
Supr. Marshall requested an audit for the year 2000 books as we had three separate bookkeepers that year.  He received two quotes, one for $5,200 and one for $2,900.  The low quote is from Gray Certified Public Accountants.


On motion of Councilman Cornish, seconded by Councilwoman Wilson authorization of Supr. Marshall to have an independent audit done for $2,900 by Gray Certified Public Accounting was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Marshall, Cornish, Stoker, Wilson, Hawks.

FLOOR & CARPET CLEANING

Clerk Collins reported that she contacted three services for floor and carpet cleaning.  She received a quote from Superior Cleaning for $750 for floors and $525 for carpets, and from Ontario Janitorial Service for $380 for floors and $483.13 for carpets.  She recommended Ontario Janitorial.


On motion of Councilman Hawks, seconded by Councilman Cornish the quote from Ontario Janitorial Sales & Service for cleaning the floor and carpet for a total of $863.13 was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Marshall, Cornish, Stoker, Wilson, Hawks.

SUPR’S REPORT
On motion of Councilman Stoker, seconded by Councilman Hawks the Supervisor’s report for May was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Marshall, Cornish, Stoker, Wilson, Hawks.
