TOWN CLERK’S MINUTES
On motion of Councilwoman Goodwin seconded by Councilman Stoker the minutes for the February 10, 2003 Town Board meeting were ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR
John Holtz inquired of updates on the fire department and Veterans memorial.


Supr. Marshall said that the Fire Chief was suppose to be here tonight but couldn’t make it and they are still looking for volunteers.


Councilman Hawks said that they are looking at requirements for a substation and they need volunteers.


Councilman Cornish said that there is nothing new on the Veterans memorial.

COMMUNICATIONS
The following communications were received:

· CEO Centner said he has a need for a computer and could be reimbursed from the State.  Councilman Hawks said that the computer is ordered.

· From Senator Charles Schumer regarding State and Local Aid and Economic Stimulus Act.

· From NYC regarding municipalities being sued.


Highway Supt. Duel asked are you going to sign the letter asking for support?  He said that he believes it is a great program.


Supr. Marshall said that they would not do this as a Board; anyone may act on their own.

CEO REPORT
On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Hawks the CEO report for February was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

HIGHWAY
Highway Supt. Duel said that last month he informed the Town Board that the price of salt is getting very high.  He sent an email to the American Salt Company and they released Ontario County from the dead list with a 21% increase; it was a big help.  He said that next year perhaps Ontario County will bid salt by itself.  He has some new recycling boxes in that he ordered costing $5.95 each.  He is asking the Town Board for advise on paying for them.


Supr. Marshall asked are we going to give them away or sell them.  He said that what we would be doing now would be replacing boxes; he suggested we should sell them for cost.


On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Cornish authorization for the Town Clerk to collect six dollars ($6) for a recycling box was ACCEPTED – AYES 3 – NAYS 2 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Voting Nay -Goodwin, Hawks.

COMMUNICATIONS
Councilman Hawks said that everything is ok regarding the web site.


Highway Supt. Duel asked Councilman Cornish and Councilman Stoker if they got their email?


Councilman Hawks said that they need to make an adjustment to their computers.

BUILDINGS & GROUNDS
Councilman Cornish said that the lights are ok and he will have something next month on landscaping.


Highway Supt. Duel said that Supr. Marshall requested he get the Town logo updated; it will cost $400.  He said that we added golf and deer.


Supr. Marshall said that we will be making a decision regarding County Road #12 Overlook on six proposals and will be forming a committee.

ENVIRONMENTAL
Supr. Marshall said that the Honeoye Lake Watershed is meeting at Muller Station in Canadice.

CEMETERIES
Supr. Marshall said that he had a conversation with Mr. McGee and he is willing to talk with us; he has to decide to sell the property first.

WINDMILL MORATORIUM EXTENSION


On motion of Supr. Marshall seconded by Councilman Hawks proposed Local Law #2-2003 entitled “Windmill Moratorium Extension” was ADOPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

LOCAL LAW #2-2003
A local law to extend the moratorium on wind powered electricity generating devices in the Town of South Bristol.


The Town of South Bristol, through this local law, extends the expiration date of the moratorium, originally passed as Local Law #1 of 2002, on wind powered electricity generating devices in the Town of South Bristol.


All provisions of Local Law #1 of 2002 remain in effect, with a new expiration date of 15 August 2003.


This local law will take effect immediately upon passage by the Town of South Bristol and filing with the Secretary of State.

MANCUSO – RIGHT OF WAY
Supr. Marshall said that it does appear that there is a right-of-way but it seems it’s in the middle of the property and he would need further access.  Jay sent Mr. Mancuso a letter and there are still some issues.

INSURANCE
Supr. Marshall said a bill from the insurance carrier from last year was $28,004 and this year is $36,939.  He said that it is a 25% increase and it is the state of all insurance companies at this time.  He said that it is due now and we will pay it next month.

NYS RETIREMENT
Supr. Marshall said that we have been advised from the Ontario County Treasurer’s office we might see an increase to the NYS Retirement.  He said that last year we paid $1,100 and this year we may be asked to pay $9,000.

CABLE TV FRANCHISE
Supr. Marshall said that he would like to wait one month on this as some other towns are working on this also.

FIRE CONTRACTS
Supr. Marshall said that we have some concern with the Naples contract in that they based the value on the whole town instead of the fire district.


On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Hawks the Emergency Services Contract for Fire Protection & Ambulance Service with Bristol Volunteer Fire Department, the Fire & Ambulance Protection Agreement with Richmond Fire District, and the Mutual Assistance Fire Protection Agreement with Cheshire Volunteer Fire Department for 2003 were ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

NAPLES
On motion of Councilwoman Goodwin seconded by Councilman Cornish the Fire Protection Contract and the Emergency Ambulance Service Contract for 2003 with the Village of Naples with the stipulation that credit be shown in 2004 reflecting the difference between total value of South Bristol assessed value and the assessed value of the Naples Fire District, was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

APPOINTMENT TO PLANNING BOARD


On motion of Councilwoman Goodwin seconded by Councilman Hawks Resolution #30-2003, Appointment to Planning Board was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.
