CLERK’S  MINUTES
On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin the minutes for the Feb. 11, 2002 meeting were ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

PRIVILEGE OF FLOOR
Mary Blaisdell, 7104 Gulick Rd., addressed the issue of redistricting.  She spoke against it and asked that the Board make their voice heard.


Stephen Endza, Gannett Hill Rd., said that he was complaining that his address is changed.


Supr. Marshall said that the issue is actually a County issue and is out of our hands.  It is being done because they need a uniform system for 911.  He said that the woman in charge at the County is Barb Hagney.


Cynthia Endza said that she spoke to her and they said sorry but you have to live with it.  She asked how do we know this is the correct way?


Supr. Marshall said that this is so monumental a project and hopes it will not be changed again in the future.


Stephen Endza asked who absorbs the cost?


Assessor Hawkins said that in 1995 the Town signed a contract to give the responsibility of numbering to the County.

CEO REPORT
On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin the CEO report for February was ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT
Councilman Stoker said they took delivery of the new grader and will take the old one to auction.  They need to go to bid later in the year to replace the Volvo truck and it would be paid next January.


Highway Supt. Duel said that we got a free truck and just finished it today; it will be very useful.  He said that we had to put $2,200.00 into it.


Highway Supt. Duel said that regarding the CD Site, the Town Clerk completed a form for use of the CD Site and the use of the form was to determine residency and not contractors.  We have been trying out having the bins open for use for a few items and for truckloads they will still have to come on the CD day.  If someone has a large load and it isn’t the right day they can call the Highway Department and make arrangements ahead.  He would like the Town Board to cancel the use of the CD Permits.

CD PERMITS
On motion of Supr. Marshall seconded by Councilman Hawks the elimination of the use of the CD Permits was ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.


Councilman Hawks said that Sandy and Mike have done a wonderful job at the Transfer Station.

COMMUNICATIONS
Councilman Hawks said that they had a meeting on Saturday for the fire substation and it was well attended.  An issue the fire departments had was that residents need to mark their property correctly.


Councilman Hawks said that there will be a NYS Information Security Conference in Albany and would like someone from the Board to attend this.  He said that he thinks this is important.

BUILDINGS & GROUNDS
Councilman Cornish said that he has a copy of a list of minor repairs that need to be done.  He’ll have Steve Ryan take care of these for us.

ENVIRONMENTAL
Supr. Marshall said that he attended the Honeoye Lake Watershed Task Force meeting and the big issue is the forestry issue. He said that they have been hearing many pros and cons for this law.

COMMUNITY AFFAIRS
Councilman Cornish said that some playground equipment has come in and is at the Highway Department.


Highway Supt. Duel said that Hans Schmitt has donated a blue spruce that we are going to plant, maybe this week, for Ken Windstein.


Councilman Stoker asked has anything been decided on South Bristol Daze?


Supr. Marshall said that he is not sure the decision has been made yet.

CEMETERIES
Councilman Stoker said that last month he sent the letters out and he has received three back out of the six sent out.  They were positive.


Supr. Marshall said that he received a letter from the Office of Parks & Recreation indicating that the Wilder Cemetery has been offered to be a site in the National Register and would be eligible for funding.  He said that the owner of the property had the right to say no.  It is the Town’s responsibility to maintain it and we have notified Mr. McGee for permission.

PERSONNEL
Councilwoman Goodwin said that the changes to the handbook have been made and it is at the County to be printed.  She and Supr. Marshall are going to meet with Linda Yancy as our assessor indicated he will resign the end of this year.


Supr. Marshall said that we need to weigh our pros and cons to this.

TOWN INSURANCE
Supr. Marshall said that we have the 2002 insurance policy and there was a 12% increase.  The insurance premium is in our packet of bills this month.

RE-DISTRICTING
Supr. Marshall said at the County Board of Supervisors meeting a resolution was passed speaking against the re-districting and they asked each Town to do this also.  He read the proposed resolution.


Mary Blaisdell said that Ontario County has some clout and South Bristol has nothing.  They were told that South Bristol has no political clout; we are small and have to see we are not drowned out repeatedly. She said that we have to be a little more noisy; we need to be able to have our voice heard.


Councilman Cornish agreed with her.


Supr. Marshall said that unfortunately, one issue we are the smallest Town in the County.  He is not sure of the cut off date here.


Councilman Hawks said that he is at a loss, he doesn’t know what we say to make noise.


Mary Blaisdell said that maybe if we were going to be split we would do better going with the southern area, such as Steuben or Yates or Livingston County.  If they are going to slice us up lets get it sliced in another direction.


Peter Blaisdell said that if we are lumped in with Monroe County we would have poor representation.  The best we can have is if we could have Ontario County representation.


Supr. Marshall said that the best we hoped for was to bring Victor back into the county District.  He asked the Town Clerk to contact Brian Kolbs’ office to see if there is a petition to circulate and what we can do.


Councilman Hawks said that we need something more personal than the resolution.


Supr. Marshall said that if someone wants to write something stronger than that, it is ok with him.


On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin with the idea we are going to pull together a more personalized statement, Resolution #23-02 was ACCEPTED - AYES 4 – NAYS 1 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks – Voting Nay – Stoker. 

RESOLUTION #23-02
WHEREAS, The reapportionment plan, as proposed, will divide Ontario County into three Assembly districts; and


WHEREAS, Ontario County is currently divided between two districts, one of which represents over 90% of the population; and


WHEREAS, According to the 2000 census, the 5.4% population growth in Ontario County was one of the highest rates in all of western New York; and


WHEREAS, To split Ontario County’s state government representation into three different voices would undermine the premise of representation of communities of interest and diminish the effectiveness of the County residents’ voice in Albany; and


WHEREAS, Ontario County has demonstrated over time the benefits of a bipartisan approach to governing the affairs of Ontario County to best serve its residents; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the South Bristol Town Board respectfully requests the New York State Legislative Task Force on Demographic Research and Reapportionment to modify the proposed Assembly district; and further


RESOLVED, That the South Bristol Town Clerk send certified copies of this resolution to the County Treasurer, the New York State Legislative Task Force on Demographic Research and Reapportionment, Assemblyman Brian Kolb, and Assemblyman David Koon.

COUNTY ROAD #12 OVERLOOK

Supr. Marshall said that Kathy Duel and he attended a meeting in Rochester regarding a grant for the County Road #12 overlook and were told we are ranked five out of eighteen.  He said that we should hear in July or August.

LIQUOR LICENSE
Town Clerk Collins reported that she received notice that South Bristol Restaurant (Bristol Harbour) is renewing their application for a license to sell alcoholic beverages at 5410 Seneca Point Road.

On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Hawks the Highway Fund bills, abstract #3, # 52 – 69 for a total of $17,405.16 were ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

FIRE DISTRICTS
On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Hawks the Fire Districts bills, #1 – 4 for a total of $115,606.96 were ACCEPTED - AYES 5 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.
