COUNCILMAN CORNISH ENTERED 7:34PM

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Supr. Marshall said that there was miscommunication in that we wanted to talk about the budget and in the meantime Pat met with Councilwoman Goodwin and Councilman Stoker.


Pat Elwell, Maxfield Hose Fire Chief, said that they discussed things and he thinks they were satisfied.


Councilman Stoker said that we had a good meeting and have some questions for the Village Bookkeeper.


Councilman Hawks asked how are we doing on our trainees?


Pat Elwell said that you have e-mail as to a list of members; two have completed basic and interior fighter class and a two-day weekend class.  He said that they are on board ready to go and also Jason Bagley is ready to go.  He said that we are looking positively, very close to doing something.  He said that we are looking at an older person as a driver and we are getting very close.


Councilman Stoker said that perhaps Supr. Marshall should drop the new members a note of encouragement.


Supr. Marshall said that he would be glad to.


Pat Elwell said that he suspects once we get the last two people through basic then we can sit down regarding potential site for a structure.

CEO REPORT
On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Hawks the CEO Report for October was ACCEPTED – AYES 4 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Hawks.

HIGHWAY
Councilman Stoker said that we got the new truck in and set up.


Councilman Cornish asked how are the roll-offs working out?


Highway Supt. Duel said that he is getting positive feedback; we are getting more loads, which puts a greater burden on us.  He said that we need to address contractors in the town who are using the CD site; they shouldn’t be using it as they are being paid for this on the job.  

COMMUNICATION
Councilman Hawks said that he would like to acknowledge Pat Elwell coming tonight and coming to the table regarding the substation.


Councilman Hawks said that he has received quotes for updating the website.  He originally received three but one dropped out. We have Jessi Group - $2500 and Jef Computing $2100.  He said that we are looking to make the site more user friendly.  He explained the site.


Councilman Stoker asked how many hits are we getting on our present website?


Councilman Hawks said that we don’t know; we would put a counter on it and search engines.  He said that he would be trained and pass it on to Kathy Duel and the rest stays the same.  He said that we have money in this budget for this and he would like approval from the Town Board to proceed.


Supr. Marshall said that he is looking at about $3,000.


Councilman Stoker said that it is hard for him if people are not using it.


Councilman Cornish said that he would be in favor of upgrading it.


Highway Supt. Duel said that we talked about that it has kind of gone dead.  He said pictures on the front page would be good, also perhaps if Bristol Mountain, Doug Grove, etc have an event we could put it on the front page.  He said that it should be ready for Kathy Duel to put it on the site.  He said that we should expand it to others perhaps garage sales.


Councilman Hawks said that it is more useful to people with town news on it.


On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Cornish the quote from Con-Site Web Service with prepayment of $1995 was ACCEPTED – AYES 4 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Hawks.

PICTOMETRY
Councilman Hawks said that in anticipation of the substation and trying to have pictometry accessible to more people he is proposing a workstation that would handle the pictometry.  He said that the quote is $1,051 for the entire system; it would be located in the back office.


Councilman Stoker asked how many people are coming in asking for pictometry?


Councilman Hawks said that he doesn’t think people know about it; it would be accessible for the Planning Board, ZBA, Town Board and CEO.  He said that it could also be used for the fire substation.


Councilman Stoker said that he would like to think about this.


Highway Supt. Duel asked if the pictometry is going to be easier to use.  He said that for the normal person to use it is difficult.


Councilman Stoker said that he would like to have something in writing.


Supr. Marshall said that we would hold it for next month.

BUILDING & GROUNDS
Councilman Cornish asked do we have plans for the County Road #12 overlook?


Supr. Marshall said that we have an engineer proposal and we have the drawings; they are in his office if you want to look at them.  He said that the plans called for something like an information board, something to keep cars from going over the edge and two separate openings, an entrance and exit.  He said that we should be hearing before the end of the year.

CEMETERIES
Supr. Marshall said that he has been told that the headstone for Gamaliel Wilder is in place.

TIME WARNER CABLE
Councilman Stoker said that he is meeting again with Time Warner and is negotiating the number of houses per mile.

2003 BUDGET
Supr. Marshall said that because we increased it by $1,000 the unexpended balance changes to $182,222.03 and we received a figure from the Bristol Fire Department so that (SF4-3410.4) will change to $1,572.


Councilman Cornish said that we had a pretty good offset before and there is concern with the ambulance fees.

ADOPT 2003 BUDGET
On motion by Councilman Cornish seconded by Councilman Hawks the Final Budget for 2003 was ADOPTED – AYES 4 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Hawks.

PROPERTY REVALUATION
Supr. Marshall said that Linda Yancey is under contract with us and was considered a candidate as Assessor; she is no longer available for Assessor but she will continue the project until the end of the year.  She indicated she is willing to come back for public hearings and Grievance Day; costing about $2,300 for next year.  He said that the public hearing prior to Grievance Day is new and is held by Linda Yancey and the Assessor.

ASSESSOR POSITION
Supr. Marshall said that we thought we had a candidate for the position and that fell apart, so we became aware our current Assessor would stay on under limited number of hours and hire a clerk that would start training and assume the role of our fulltime Assessor.


Councilman Stoker asked would we have to pass this at the January meeting?


Supr. Marshall said yes, we should have this in our heads by then.


Councilman Cornish said that he thinks it is a pretty good idea and thinks Jim Schartzer would do a good job but thinks we should advertise again as the job is switching.


Supr. Marshall said that it’s nice to have someone from our Town; he doesn’t see a need for the interview process again.


Councilman Cornish said that you did interview a Town resident the last time and she was told she was not selected because of not having the training and now you are willing to pay him to train.  He said that in all fairness this is the way we should do it.


Councilman Hawks asked how much say does the current Assessor say about this?  He said that we are going to waste time; we might have to look for a new Assessor if we do that.


Councilman Stoker said that it is a totally different position now and maybe we should see who else is out there.


On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Supr. Marshall authorization to advertise for the position of clerk in training for Assessor and have Councilwoman Goodwin and Councilman Cornish do the interviews was ACCEPTED – AYES 4 – NAYS 0 – Voting Aye – Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Hawks.

Supr. Marshall said that we could do the SEQR tonight or hold off until December.


Councilman Stoker said that we should hold to the December meeting and ask Phil Greene to attend the meeting to answer any questions.

  WHEREAS, Ontario County Park is located in the Town of South Bristol and is a very important natural and recreational resource for our community and the region, and


  WHEREAS, 2003 will be the 40th anniversary of the acquisition of Ontario County Park by Ontario County; and


  WHEREAS, the Northern terminus of the Finger Lakes Trail is located in the park and continues south throughout our town linking Camp Cutler Boy Scout Camp, and the Rochester Museum and Science Center’s Cumming Nature Center;


  WHEREAS, the Park, occupying the highest point in Ontario County with views to Seneca Lake and Rochester, is a key visitor destination and important to the success of the tourism based businesses in our town, and


  WHEREAS, the current park trail system is in need of upgrading to provide accessibility to persons of varying abilities, and


  WHEREAS, poor signage and marking has lead to problems of trespass on adjoining landowners, and


  WHEREAS, town residents who participated in the Gannett Hill Park Plan development process during 2001 identified upgrading the trail network as a top priority, now, therefore be it


  RESOLVED, that the Town of South Bristol strongly supports Ontario County’s application for trail renovation and expansion through the NYS Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation Recreational Trails Program – TEA-21, and further


  RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be sent to Donald Ninestine, Chairman of the Ontario County Board of Supervisors, the Ontario County Department of Public Works, and the NYS Office of Parks Recreation and Historic Preservation.
