Supr. Marshall said that we should reflect on the effects of Sept. 11th.

TOWN CLERK’S MINUTES
On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilman Cornish the minutes of the Town Board meeting for August 12th as amended were ACCEPTED – AYES 5 - NAYS 0 – Voting Aye, Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.


Councilman Stoker said that he made some change to the minutes to clarify some things people said.


Supr. Marshall said that we would be accepting the minutes as amended.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR
Heinz Altmann said that he had written a couple of memos to the Town Board and asked if the Board had any questions.  He said that this is important to him personally and to the Zoning Board of Appeals.  He spoke on his memo and said that he thinks the rest of the ZBA is with him.  He spoke against taking the special use applications away from the ZBA.  He also spoke on his chairmanship.


Councilman Stoker said that we elect a chairman of the Planning Board and the Zoning Board of Appeals at the organizational meeting.  He asked how many special use permits did the ZBA deal with last year?


Heinz Altmann said that he can’t tell you this.  He said that with the recommended revisions he expects there will be more special use permits.


Councilman Hawks said that he thinks we continue to have an issue of how to communicate with people and perhaps you can collaborate with us between now and the end of the year.  He said that we have had too many communications where we and others are reprimanded; there is an implication being stated to us that if we don’t go along with you we are wrong.


Heinz Altmann said that he knows he has been accused of being abrupt, disrespectful such as that.


Councilman Hawks asked have you taken action to correct that?


Heinz Altmann said that we now try to reassure the audience that we are there to help them and how we work and make the rules known.  He spoke on the responsibility of the chairman.


Councilman Hawks said that the issue he is addressing is not you but it is how we are communicating; not a personal basis.


Supr. Marshall said that he has known Heinz since he was sixteen years old and he is disturbed by the last August 28th memo.  He said he is thinks Heinz over stepped the bounds.

COMMUNICATIONS
The following are communications received:

· Resignation from Herb Hoffman from the Planning Board.  Supr. Marshall said that we have not heard from Robert Cowley; he is under the impression that he is resigning.

· From Barb Hagney, who is responsible for 911, regarding County Road 33.

CEO REPORT
On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin the CEO report for August was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 - NAYS 0 – Voting Aye, Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

HIGHWAY
Councilman Stoker said that Gulick Road and Hicks Road are chipped sealed and Fribolin and Bills Roads will be done tomorrow.

COMMUNICATIONS
Councilman Hawks said that he can’t get through to Time Warner Cable; and the fire substation is still being worked on.


Supr. Marshall said that our objective is to keep this in front of people; we need volunteers.


Councilman Hawks said that the new members ages are under forty.

BUILDINGS & GROUNDS
Councilman Cornish said that he did get the lights fixed and he did get an estimate on the three rooms as follows:


Karl Bennage, who did one room already $3,565.14


Carpet Rack  $3,882.30


On motion of Supr. Marshall seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin the estimate from Karl Bennage to do the floors in three rooms for $3,565.14 was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 - NAYS 0 – Voting Aye, Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.


Councilman Cornish said that he is getting estimates for taking care of the area in front of the Town Hall; and another need is to get estimates for a covered shelter for the playground.


Supr. Marshall said that we can prepay for the Town Justice’s office.

ENVIROMENTAL
Supr. Marshall said that there was no meeting of the Honeoye Lake Watershed or the Canandaigua Lake Watershed last month.

FINANCE
Councilwoman Goodwin asked when do we want to set a budget workshop?


Supr. Marshall said he would schedule it in October.

PERSONNEL
Councilwoman Goodwin said that there is an ad for assessor in the papers and we received one resume to date; we’ll see if we get some more and if we don’t we could run the ad again.

CEMETERIES
Councilman Stoker said that Supr. Marshall sent a letter to Mr. McGee, the owner of property on Rt 64 surrounding Wilder Cemetery, and they have not heard back from him.  We indicated to him that we have heard that he may be interested in selling this property and if so please inform us.


Councilman Stoker said that Attorney Dutcher is working on a couple of issues; easements and consulting with the Department of State on the idea of a cemetery in the Town.

MANCUSO – RIGHT OF WAY
Supr. Marshall said that he has no contact from Mr. Mancuso concerning a right of way and he will be removing it from old business.

GUIDE RAILS – BOPPLE HILL
Supr. Marshall said that we are going to install guide rails on Bopple Hill and he has received many phone calls on this.  He said that we saved some money on Mosher Road project and so we are going to try to get Bopple Hill Road project done this year.  He said that the Engineer suggests we do a SEQR form; it is his opinion that it is not a SEQR requirement.  He said that we need to read the SEQR form and answer as a group whether to agree or disagree.  He read the short EAF and the Town Board agreed with the answers.  Supr. Marshall said that perhaps the highway department could send the people on Bopple Hill a letter regarding this.


On motion of Councilman Stoker seconded by Councilman Hawks after completing the short EAF for Bopple Hill Road Improvements authorization for a Negative Declaration was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 - NAYS 0 – Voting Aye, Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

RICHMOND FIRE DISTRICT
Supr. Marshall said that he asked to see a comparison of last years budget and he provided a spread sheet for the Town Board showing how the Richmond Fire District Assessments are broken down by town.  He said that he would recommend we approve their budget proposal for 2003.


On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilwoman Goodwin the Richmond Fire District budget for the years 2003, 2004 and 2005 was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 - NAYS 0 – Voting Aye, Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

ZONING LAW – PLANNING BOARD RECOMMENDATIONS




Supr. Marshall said that you all have the memo from the Planning Board dated March 28, 2002 listing their recommendations.  He said that page 1,2,3 (through 170-14) seem ok.  He said that he doesn’t think it needs to be sent back to the Ontario County Planning Board as these are their suggestions. He said that on page 2, Section 170-36(A)(21) where it reads 170-98, it should read 170-6; it is probably a typing error.


The Board discussed it and then went to page 4 Special Use Permits.


Supr. Marshall said that we can have anyone we choose do this.


Councilwoman Goodwin asked what is the extra work of the Planning Board?


Assessor Hawkins said that the Planning Board is already looking at it to do the site plan review.


Councilman Stoker said that he knows the Planning Board has done a lot of work on this and he is comfortable with the entire package.


Councilman Cornish agreed and said that everything in the package is in order.


Supr. Marshall said that he agrees but he would also preface Heinz’s comments that we might want to have a special study committee; this is something he would like to discuss with the Planning Board.  He said that the rest is a lot of boilerplate.  He asked the Town Board whether it should be sent back to the County.  The Town Board decided not to send it back to the County; Supr. Marshall will call the County Planning Board.


Councilman Stoker asked are there guidelines within Section 170-20 regarding the rules of order?


Supr. Marshall said that it would be up to the Town Attorney to install them into Section 170-20.


Councilman Stoker said that he would like Attorney Dutcher to write this into the law now so it would take the guessing out of it.


Supr. Marshall agreed.

On motion of Councilman Hawks seconded by Councilman Stoker the recommendations for zoning changes in the Zoning Law by the Planning Board presented in the memo dated March 28, 2002 were ACCEPTED – AYES 5 - NAYS 0 – Voting Aye, Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.


The Town Board scheduled a public hearing on the proposed changes to the law for October 14, 2002 at 7pm.


Heinz Altmann asked when will this be available to the public?


Supr. Marshall said that he may check with the Town Clerk.

FILING OF OFFICIAL UNDERTAKING WITH NYS DOT


On motion of Councilwoman Goodwin seconded by Councilman Hawks Resolution #30-02, filing of Official Undertaking with NYS DOT was ACCEPTED – AYES 5 - NAYS 0 – Voting Aye, Cornish, Stoker, Marshall, Goodwin, Hawks.

TIME WARNER CABLE
Councilman Stoker asked where do we stand with the Cable Company?


Councilman Hawks said that he is trying to contact them without any success.


Supr. Marshall said that we don’t have to subscribe for a ten year renewal.  He said that we could do fewer years; there was a great deal of interest by people on Route 21 from Bopple Hill north to Hicks Road to have cable.  Time Warner said that for the number of people that were interested in this service the Town would have to contribute all of the escrow account, which is about $53,000.


Councilman Stoker said that there are other sections of the Town that are probably interested in cable TV.



Supr. Marshall said that it is a one and one-half mile stretch of road.


Greg Hayes said that he thinks this $53,000 could be used to hold the cable company into extending their service.


Supr. Marshall said that he thinks Mr. Hayes is correct because the Cable Company needs a contract.


Councilman Stoker said that they need a contract and what they are telling us is not cast in stone.


Supr. Marshall asked Councilman Stoker along with Councilman Hawks to speak to them.


Councilman Stoker said that he will look into it.
