COMMENTS
Brian Wirth, VP Government and Public Affairs with Time Warner Cable, said it is a ten-year agreement with a 5% franchise fee.  He said that a key area we talked about is density; right now density is twenty-five homes or greater within one mile and we are taking that number smaller to seventeen homes per mile.


Councilman Stoker said that he has a map of where it exists now in the Town; we have significant funds that he would like to see expended for increasing the cable.  He said that they are looking at Route 21, County Road 12 and the Mosher Road area.


Brian Wirth said that South Bristol takes the franchise fee and sets it aside to help extend service to low density areas.
